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1. Introduction 
 
1.1 Background 
 
Barclays Bank UAE, incorporated in 1975 in the UAE, is a full branch of Barclays Bank PLC (the 
Group). The frameworks, policies, standards and procedures of Barclays Group are applied 
consistently across its operating businesses and subsidiaries, amended where necessary to 
ensure compliance with local regulatory requirements. 
 
The BASEL III – Pillar 3 disclosures contained herein relate to Barclays Bank Plc, UAE  (herein 
also referred to as the 'Bank') for the period ended 30st June, 2023.  The Bank is required to 
comply with the Standards and Guidance re Capital Adequacy in the UAE.

1.2 Overview of Basel III requirements  
 
The Basel III framework implemented in the Bank is made up of three pillars.  
 

• Pillar 1: Minimum Capital Requirements - This Pillar includes the calculation of RWAs 
for credit risk including counterparty credit risk, market risk and operational risk.  

• Pillar 2: Supervisory Review and Evaluation Process (SREP) – This Pillar covers the 
consideration of whether additional capital is required over and above the Pillar 1 risk 
calculations. A firm’s own internal models and assessments support this process  

• Pillar 3: Market Discipline – This Pillar covers external communication of risk and 
capital information by banks as specified in the Basel rules to promote transparency 
and good risk management.
